Major (Core): Minimum 60/80 credits from 1-6/8th semesters. The main course of the discipline/stream chosen by 

the student. For example, Biotechnology from the Science discipline/Stream or Economics from the Social 

Science stream. Major (Theory) should have 3-4 credits. 1-2 credits may be given to practicals, tutorials, field-

based works, etc. as per the need of the subject. 

Minor streams: Minimum 24/32 (12+12/16+16) credits from 1-6/8th semesters (2+2 credits in 

each sem). Students will opt for one minor stream either from the discipline or inter-discipline. 

(Minor from the sister subjects in the discipline should be encouraged). For example, a student 

who opted for Biotechnology as a Major (Core) will choose either Botany, Zoology, or EVS as a 

Minor. Students who take a sufficient number of courses (12 or 16 credits from 1st to 6th or 8th 

semester ) in a discipline or an interdisciplinary area of study other than the chosen major will 

qualify for a minor in that discipline (e.g. B.Sc. Biotechnology with minor in Botany) or in the 

chosen interdisciplinary area of study. The second minor should be preferably from Vocational 

subjects (Faculty of B. VoC.). 
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Multi-disciplinary: 3-introductory level course from 1-3rd semester, minimum credits 9. Students 

are not allowed to choose the courses/disciplines already studied at the 12th level. All disciplines 

are required to frame 3 introductory courses of a multi-disciplinary nature. Such courses may be 

offered by the related departments jointly e. g. (suggestive only): 

 Life Science discipline: General Biology/Environmental Biology/Modern Biology 

 Geography, Geology & Environmental Science: Biodiversity/Climate Change/Natural Resources 

Management 

 Maths, statistics, and Computer: Data analysis/Tools and techniques of Statistical Analyses
